Soprano

Young soprano Rochelle Bard is rapidly becoming known for her exquisite, captivating performances, and a voice gifted with striking agility and a soaring top register. 

Ms. Bard’s recent busy engagement schedule includes the title role of Lucia in Lucia di Lammermoor with Opera Idaho, Musetta in La Bohème with Sacramento Opera, Gilda in Rigoletto with Rockland Opera, and Foreign Princess in Rusalka with Boston Lyric Opera. In 2008, she performed Micaëla in Carmen with Ash Lawn Opera Festival and the title role of Hanna Glawari in The Merry Widow twice: at the Altamura Festival with Maestro Coppola followed by performances at St. Petersburg Opera Company. Other credits include Gilda in Rigoletto in concert with Cape Cod Opera, Mrs. Maurant in Street Scene with Maine Grand Opera, Hannah Glawari with New England Light Opera, Louise in La Vie Parisienne with Opera Boston, Antonia in Les Contes d’Hoffmann with Longwood Opera, and Cunegonde in Candide with the New England Conservatory of Music.

As a Artist in Residence at Opera San José from 2006-2008, Rochelle Bard received outstanding critical acclaim for her lead role performances of Lucia di Lammermoor, Gilda in Rigoletto, Pamina in Die Zauberflöte, Violetta in La Traviata, and Juliette in Roméo et Juliette. Engaged as a Studio Artist with Baltimore Opera Company in 2005, she sang Giannetta in L’Elisir d’Amore, Countess (c) and Barbarina in Le Nozze di Figaro, and Antonia/Giulietta (c) in Les Contes d’Hoffmann. At Tanglewood in 2003, Ms. Bard created as a fellow the role of Juana in Rob Zuidam's world premiere opera of Rage d’Amours commissioned by the Boston Symphony Orchestra. 

Ms. Bard is a sought-after concert artist with recent performances of Mozart’s Exsultate Jubilate, Orff’s Carmina Burana, Mozart’s Requiem, Haydn’s Lord Nelson Mass, Mendelssohn’s Elijah, Villa Lobos’Bachianas Brasileiras, Poulenc’s Gloria, and Brahms’Requiem. 
Ms. Bard is the recipient of numerous prestigious awards and grants. She was awarded 1st Place in the 2007 Audience Choice in the Classical Singer Competition and 2nd Place in the 2009 Gerda Lissner Foundation Competition. She is a Winner in the George London Competition, the Metropolitan Opera National Council Awards in San Francisco, and the Licia Albanese-Puccini Competition. As a competition winner, she made her debut at Lincoln Center in Alice Tully Hall for the Puccini Gala and in Carnegie Hall for the Gerda Lissner Winners Concert.

Rochelle Bard’s 2010 engagements include a return to Opera Tampa in her debut as Magda in La Rondine under the baton of Anton Coppola followed by performances of Violetta in La Traviata with the Music by the Lake summer festival, and a return to Opera Tampa in the title role of The Merry Widow.
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
